Last month I did a little stream of
consciousness storytelling about what I
called my “baptismal” ministry. [ wrote about
the things I did as a Christian (as one who
sees Christ as my way to God), that didnt
require a seminary education or ordination.

[ think our churches have come a long way
toward living out the understanding that
‘ministry” is not something done only by
seminary-trained, ordained people. Since |
was received into the Episcopal Church in
1980 I have met scores of Episcopalian lay
people who really own their baptismal vows
and believe that the spirit of the Christ lives
in them and that they extend his will and
works in the world they inhabit.

Over the summer I passed around one of
my infamous ‘sign-up’sheets. I was looking
for volunteers for the altar guild, for some
more ushers, and a few other ‘in house” jobs
that needed some support. I think I called
it a ‘ministry” sign up sheet. Despite the
fact that it was summer, we did get some
new ‘ministers.

Its going to be a challenge for the church
for generations to come to really understand
and take seriously the implications of all

believers being ministers. We won't

happen ‘in” the church. Thats part of the
reason why I shared some of my experiences
in the larger community (and at home) with
you in last months Good Word. I needed to
remind myself that my ministry as Christ
on this planet was more than what I do in
and through the Episcopal Church as a priest
and rector. lam not always mindful of when
I have an opportunity to bring Christ to
my family, or to where my daughter goes

to school, or to the YMCA, Starbucks, or
Taco del Mar. [ am under the same spell as
anybody else who wants to ‘see Christ” in
unexpected, unpredictable people, places
and things.

Especially for lay people today, who are so
overbooked with work and family
commitments as it is, it is imperative that
the church help them see that what they
are already doing is their ministry! That
job you have and maybe hate, where you
meet other people on some sort of life
journey;or your extended f amily; the places
you take your children for music, dance or
karate lessons, the team sports activities and
the people and places you see then: all of
this is the theatre of ministry for the
majority of the members of the Body of
Christ. Not the local parish church. It is
where you live.

The people of the church gather to hear
the great stories of the faith, in scripture
and liturgy. Those stories, over time, begin
to live in us (and we in them). They bring
shape and meaning and purpose to what
might otherwise be experienced as a random
series of happenings. My story becomes
Jesus'story (or the story of Moses or Paul or

Mary).
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At the very least, that is how the church
can equip someone for life and ministry:
by passing on the stories of people who
sought and served God before us.

So how can the parish church ask people to
do anything more, when so many are
stretched so thin as it is? Some of what the
great, classic spiritual teachings of
Christianity (and other great faith traditions,
notably Buddhism) can impart to our
overworked and overbooked laity is a vision
of a life lived in balance. Possibly people
wouldnt be too” busy if they reviewed what
was really important in their lives and
eliminated things that pulled them away
from those core spiritual values and
experiences.

Also part of a universal spiritual wisdom is
the humanizing, life'giving, graceimparting
fruits of acts of service. Serving meals in
the Diner, for example, wont eradicate the
root causes of hunger, homelessness and
economic injustice. It may only give
someone the experience of hospitality along
with something to eat. The greatest
consequence of your serving there, or in
any of the ministries ‘in" the church, is the
grace conferred upon you, the servant. And
when one soul is transformed, so is the
world.

For a long time since the early stages she has been unaware of our being married -
60 years have no meaning to her. Neither has our daughter of g9 years nor our three
grand'children - their relationship to her, that is. So, one of our three thanks was
mine alone, which was that she is very full of the certainty that [ am the man in
her life - and is quite passionate in letting me know it - passionate to the degree that
she isnt coy about showing it in public, and certainly not during our weekly
attendance at St. Pauls.

Do I resent it or discourage it? Not likely!

However, [ will add that she doesnt resent or discourage the hugs she gets from the
young men in the congregation during the peace.

That brings me again to the thanks I offer to you folks who are witnessing this
unseemly(?) behavior in the House of our Lord:

I thank you from the bottom of my heart for your understanding and acceptance
of what youre seeing. I want her last memory to be of the love that is being poured

out to her from me, her blood family, and her beloved extended family of St. Pauls.

The United Nations’ Millennium Development Goals

The Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) are the world’s time-bound and
quantified targets for addressing extreme poverty in its many dimensions-income
poverty, hunger, disease, lack of adequate shelter, and exclusion-while promoting
gender equality, education, and environmental sustainability. They are also basic
human rights-the rights of each person on the planet to health, education, shelter,
and security.

Goal 1: Eradicate Extreme Hunger and Poverty

Goal 2: Achieve Universal Primary Education

Goal 3: Promote Gender Equality and Empower Women
Goal 4: Reduce Child Mortality

Goal 5: Improve Maternal Health

Goal 6: Combat HIV/AIDS, Malaria and other diseases

Goal 7: Ensure Environmental Sustainability

Goal 8: Develop a Global Partnership for Development

The world has made significant progress in achieving many of the Goals. Between
1990 and 2002 average overall incomes increased by approximately 21 percent.
The number of people in extreme poverty declined by an estimated 130 million 1.
Child mortality rates fell from 103 deaths per 1,000 live births a year to 88. Life
expectancy rose from 63 years to nearly 65 years. An additional 8 percent of the
developing world’s people received access to water. And an additional 15 percent
acquired access to improved sanitation services.

But progress has been far from uniform across the world-or across the Goals.
There are huge disparities across and within countries. Within countries, poverty
is greatest for rural areas, though urban poverty is also extensive, growing, and
underreported by traditional indicators.

Sub-Saharan Africa is the epicenter of crisis, with continuing food insecurity, a
rise of extreme poverty, stunningly high child and maternal mortality, and large
numbers of people living in slums, and a widespread shortfall for most of the
MDGs. Asia is the region with the fastest progress, but even there hundreds of
millions of people remain in extreme poverty, and even fast-growing countries fail
to achieve some of the non-income Goals. Other regions have mixed records,
notably Latin America, the transition economies, and the Middle East and North
Africa, often with slow or no progress on some of the Goals and persistent in-
equalities undermining progress on others.

Revised Common Lectionary - Status - We're doing fine. Different feel to the readings.

Having Visitor Friendly Bulletins — Putting all the service into the Service Bulletin, every Sunday. With the Ducker

money, one use might be buying the licenses for music so everything can be printed. We looked at a triple fold format

used by St. Bartholomew’s-NYC that we liked. We can print 11 x 17 now. Would need heavier paper. Put the an-

nouncements in a separate piece. Randy will work with Dave on setting up the format.

Having enough acolytes - do we need them all? It looked like there was a problem, but it was just that Larry Dugan

had overscheduled the number of servers for the summer, so it looked like we didn’t have enough.

Using names in POP. This led to a lively discussion of the Prayers of the People forms. People are tired of just using

Form VI, which we did to have one piece of the liturgy that was familiar and consistent. People are not inserting their

own petitions or thanksgiving. We need variety. After several configurations of BCP and Alternative Prayers were

discussed, it was agreed that Randy will set up a rotation through the six forms in the BCP, and that, when we use the

Supplemental Texts through the year, we will use the Intercessions of the Christian People that Cece Morris brought to

us last year. Need to educate POP readers to use the Bishops’ names. Let’s put in the Lutheran bishop, too.

Guest preachers schedule - Randy reported that Pam is scheduled to preach or celebrate every three weeks, around

her other commitments. Craig Volceka wants to preach occasionally/regularly, and Laura Murray is in discernment for

the priesthood so may venture into the homily from time to time. Randy will NOT miss two Sundays in a row, unless

he is on vacation.

October liturgies

- Blessing of the Animals - do the same a last year. Randy is looking for a large quadraped to come. Should we have
baggies by the door!
Healing service - Reviewing the discussion from last year, it was decided to plan on two healing stations this year,
Randy and Pam or Craig. Put it in the middle of the service. Do at least one “drony” Taize piece - Veni Sancte Spiritus
is good.
All Saints - Start now collecting names for the Book of Names. Randy will have a sign-up list starting the first week in
October that people can put in names - with tips on pronunciation. Several members of the choir and/or congrega-
tion will read, depending on the number of names received. Cindy will toll a handbell as background for the reading
of the name. Randy will figure out where to put it in the service. Sandy will get something to Randy/Rick Seelhoff for
the Good Word and the Bulletin TODAY.

Thanksgiving Eve service - Sally Santana. There were some problems with the Community Peace Service this week regarding
control of the content and leadership. We need more discussion about what is appropriate before we do a community service
again. Therefore, Randy will let Sally know we will not be hosting an inter-faith Thanksgiving Eve service. St. Paul’s will have
its usual 7 PM Wednesday Thanksgiving Eve service.

Advent/Christmas/Lent
- Randy and Cindy Plans - Because of the calendar, 12/24 will have three services: 9 AM Sunday Eucharist; 7 PM

Family focus Christmas service incorporating Holden Evensong music; 10:30/11 PM Choral Eucharist. There was
spirited discussion about the format that Cindy suggested. In response to what seemed to be low participation in pre-
service congregational carol singing, and because there are some issues around choir members participating in social
events between services, Cindy proposed an 11 PM start with no carol singing. Gayla offered a compromise structure
that seemed to respond to concerns. We’ll start at 10:30 PM with about 20 minutes of music, including several very
familiar carols for congregational singing, possibly a vocal solo (Randy and Cyndie duet), one or two instrumental
pieces (Gayla, Randy, others), and one or two anthems. Take a 10 minute break and start the processional on the
stroke of 11 PM.
Jeanne’s suggestions — see frontal, Advent wreath, and blue vestments.
Use of the blue banners and frontal - The Advent fontals need to be more substantial. Idea OK; texture not. Sandy
will “stiffen them up”. Banners are fine. We’ll put up the silver stars and leave them up through the Christmas
season. Laura Chesvik is creating a 6 foot tall gold start to be hung among the silver for Epiphany.
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Advent wreath - discussion about getting oil candles instead of wax. Fred will help purchase three blue, one rose, and
one white to be used. Jeanne announced there will be an oil Paschal candle purchased in Ann Ducker’s memory.
Gladys and Randy will get these ordered. Jeanne is out of town for a month.

Getting a set of blue vestments - Fred is having to withdraw his offer to purchase a new set due to financial concerns.
We should have some kind of blue stoles for Randy and Pam to go with the frontals, veil and burse. Sandy still has
fabric if someone thinks we should make something.

Greening of the church - Since Christmas Eve falls on Advent IV, it was decided to start the greening on Sunday, 12-
17, after church, including tree(s) and garland, but don’t turn on the lights until 7 PM 12-24. Sandy and others can
finish up anything left to do on Saturday, 12-23. Fred suggested one LARGE tree, behind the altar, that was “shaved
off” to be just half a tree. Generally agreed to put up the Garland over the Altar.

Labyrinth - schedule and caretakers. Need to figure out how to keep the tape secure. And, we’ll open it up during Advent.
Sandy will get some folks to help with moving furniture, etc. Jeanne asked about the possibility of putting a labyrinth out into
the Close. Sandy said it is on the list.

Study on liturgy and space - Quick discussion setting the stage for the Listening Session in two weeks regarding resources
for ministries.
Re-pitching the Tent and Creating Uncommon Worship. Sandy has these two books and will be working with Randy
on an adult education piece. Both books are helpful in a conversation about re-ordering space to support a
congregation’s mission.
Bring Richard Cammerer to St. Paul’s. Sue suggested bringing Richard to St. Paul’s to lead the congregational discus-
sion on what to do with our liturgical space. Richard heads the Gruenwald Guild and has designed over 700 churches
world-wide. He works for an amazingly low cost. Randy told Sandy to contact Richard to start the process of getting
him here.
Space planning process — Working with Richard will guide the space planning process. People have lots of ideas and
energy about moving forward on the project, and agree that we need a PLAN to guide us to a cohesive, doable plan.

Space behind the Altar - Suggestion to make the space into the Youth Room - Randy said this has come up in the Vestry and
there is a lot of good energy. This can be part of the Cammerer process. Ideas presented include
- Moving storage downstairs — What about Altar Guild’s needs? Could they continue to share space there?
Moving the Columbarium into the Nave - looking at the wall where the votive candles are located. Thre is $3,000 in
the fund to purchase more “niches”. They are very nice looking. More discussion.
Getting rid of the Chapel - using the downstairs room for something else. There has been a discussion at another
time about making the Vestry in that corner into a small chapel for personal worship. All part of the planning process.
Cleaning out the space — Need to get Altar Guild, flower people, VBS and Formation people, office staff, to do a clean
out of the space. Lots of garbage there. Would help to have tubs/containers and find other ways to hang things to take
advantage of the vertical space. Sandy will look into getting a work party put together.

Instructed Eucharist - Randy will schedule. He also mentioned he will doing Lector training and training for two new Eucha-
rist Ministers - Tia Hudson and Abby Horn.

Arrangement of the Nave - Randy put the pews closer together and further back from the chancel. It has opened a big space
in front of the Altar. For the time being, we will put the baptismal font in that space. An opportunity for some teaching about
“entering the church through baptism v. entering the church through the Eucharist”.

Diocesan L & A Commission - participants from St. Paul’s. Randy will talk with the Battins and the Adams’ who are del-
egates and acolytes/EM’s/Lectors. The deadline is Sept. 29 for registration.

Listening meeting - October 8. Everyone encouraged to make their lists and show up.

Alternative language and the Eucharist - Randy said that the very strong attendance at the Wednesday night class is
generating discussion about inclusive language and alternative liturgy. Sandy had a flyer from St. Bartholomew’s in NYC and
will contact them about what they are doing. It may lead to a Wednesday evening service.

Haugen Music for Lent - Cindy has purchased a set and thinks it will be a wonderful setting to use this year. This is like
Holden Evensong music.

St. Paul's has been blessed with gifts from a number of sources this year. One of those is Ann Ducker’s Estate. This gift
